the moral responsibility that we must act boldly, decisively, andkiyuic reduce greenhouse gas emissions and
transition to a sustainable, just, and prosperous future for all.

Tackling the climate crisis will require us to break our current reéiaom dirty, unsustainable, energy sources and
implement a rapid transition to clean, renewable, and locally-gexderetources. The technology to begin this
transition exists today; all we lack is the political will.

We recognize that this transition will require change at both the indivashab$ocietal levels, and are committed to
working towards both.
